Each group of sex workers has specific and different 

needs.

I will be holding the first café event for street sex workers 

past and present with my Co-host C2C., on 30th July 12pm 

to 3pm and a second café for street sex workers past and 

present on 13th August 12pm – 3pm.

Local stakeholders will then be invited to attend the 3rd

café event in September, where the learning from the 2 

previous cafes will be shared

Any initiatives past and present, that street sex workers 

want to develop in partnership with Public health, will be 

financially supported by Public health and supported by 

the community development worker.

This is a new way of working that should empower 

vulnerable groups by giving them a voice in the decision 

making processes. Past street sex workers are a significant 

part of the process, lessons learnt. This is a sex worker led 

initiative.

I do hope you will all commit to supporting this initiative 

as it is the first of it’s kind in the county; whilst I recognise 

the many challenges this style of working presents in this 

area, I also recognise the enormous potential to improve 

the well being of our sex worker population.

N.B Some volunteer women are running ‘feel good’ 

afternoons, pampering sessions, at C2C on Friday 

afternoons for vulnerable women. The group have been a 

great success. There’s a real buzz at C2C on a Friday 

afternoon. If you know any women that would benefit 

please let them know.
